COUNT1: CHILD ABUSE ~ 21 0.S. § 843.5(A), a FELONY
COUNT2: PERJURY BY CONTRADICTORY STATEMENTS ~ 21 O.S. § 496, a FELONY

STATE OF OKLAHOMA, COUNTY OF KINGFISHER:

l, Michael J. Fields, the undersigned District Attorney of said County, in the name and by the authority
of the State of Oklahoma, give information that in said County of Kingfisher and in the State of Oklahoma,
MICAH RYAN NALL did then and there unlawfully, willfully, knowingly and wrongfully commit the crimes of:

COUNT 1: CHILD ABUSE ~ a FELONY, on or between the 1% day of August 2015 and the 31t day of May,
2021, by, while being an assistant football coach for the Kingfisher High School football team, a person who
voluntarily accepted responsibility for the care and/or supervision of the children under the age of 18 who
were student-athletes at Kingfisher High School and who played football on the Kingfisher High School
football team, the Defendant willfully and/or maliciously harmed and/or threatened harm to the health, safety,
or welfare of said children under the age of 18, to wit: first: the Defendant condoned, permitted, and/or
participated in recurring, premediated, and planned boxing and/or wrestling matches with and/or between
minor children who were players on the Kingfisher High School football team and which occurred in the
football locker room and during the course of official team activities; and/or, second: the Defendant committed
repeated instances of verbal abuse upon one or more minor children who were players on the Kingfisher High
School football team, including, but not limited to [l and/or! which caused or threatened to
cause mental and/or emotional injury or damage to said minor children and which occurred during the course
of official team activities; andfor, third: the Defendant punched [JJjin his face one or more times when he
was a minor child and which occurred when he was a player on the Kingfisher High School football team and
during the course of official team activities.

This crime is punishable by imprisonment for up to Life, or up to 1 year in the county jail, and/or by a fine of
$500 -$5,000.

COUNT 2: PERJURY ~ a FELONY, on or between the 12 day of May, 2021 and the 20" day of July, 2023,
the Defendant knowingly made two or more statements under oath and under penalty of perjury which directly
contradicted each other, to wit: a sworn statement under oath at the Defendant's sentencing hearing in
Kingfisher County Oklahoma case number CM-2020-159 on May 12, 2021, and a sworn statement under
oath in a deposition taken in United States District Court for the Western District of Oklahoma case number

CIV-22-089-G on July 20, 2023.

This crime is punishable by imprisonment for up to 5 years.
