




4. As Superintendent of the State Department of Education, Respondent is responsible
for all social media content of the State Department of Education and agrees he and
any individuals involved in the publication of Social Media content participate in
training from the Ethics Commission on ethics rules concerning posts on the
Department of Education's official social media pages within 90 days of execution
of this Settlement Agreement.

5. In consideration of this Agreement, Respondent agrees to pay a total of Five
Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00) which will be apportioned as follows:

a. Respondent shall pay as a civil penalty, by certified check to the State of
Oklahoma general revenue fund, the amount of Four Thousand Dollars
($4,000.00), and provide proof of such payment to the Commission, and

b. Respondent shall pay attorney's fees and costs to the Commission in the
amount of One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).

6. This Agreement is limited to the facts of this case and shall not have binding
precedential effect for any other matter currently pending before the Commission or
that may come before the Commission at a future date.

7. This Agreement resolves all issues in the captioned matter. Parties agree to complete
all requirements associated with this Settlement Agreement within ten days of the
Commission's approval of this Agreement, except for #4 above in reference to
Social Media education.
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
